This is the report for the activity of the Crestwood Police Department for the month of
February 2021. In February 2021, there were 20 Part | offenses and 292 Part |l offenses
/ incidents, for a total of 312. This compares with 22 Part | offenses and 322 Part Il

offenses / incidents for a total of 344 in February 2020.

There was one vehicle stolen during the month, a dump trailer was taken from a
business along Watson Road.

There was one property damage offense involving damage to construction equipment
that was left outside of a business along Watson Road.

Part Il offenses / Police activity:

In February 2021, there was one minor assault offense reported involving persons
known to each other. Fraud offenses numbered two involving check fraud and
unauthorized check usage. There were five drug related offenses. There were twelve
traffic accidents, three animal calls and one juvenile offense handled by police. There
were 87 people related calls addressed. Police investigated 33 suspicious activity
reports and one weapons offense. There were 147 miscellaneous police calls handled

by the police department during the period.

Ward Incident Summary:

In February 2021 in Ward One, there were five stealing events that occurred at
businesses along Watson Road and Watson Industrial Drive. There was one fraud
offense that occurred at a supermarket on Watson Road involving a scam transaction.
There were three subjects arrested after traffic stops along Watson Road and Liggett
Avenue that were in possession of controlled substances. There were four traffic
accidents and two animal related calls handled by police. Police responded to 19 people
related calls and nine suspicious activity calls which occurred on six different streets.
There were 38 miscellaneous police service calls.

Police handled 81 calls for service in Ward one in February 2021.

In February 2021 in Ward Two, there were five stealing events that occurred at
addresses on Watson Road and Sappington Road.

There was one property damage offense that occurred at a building site on Watson
Road in reference to damage found on construction equipment. There was one vehicle
theft that occurred at a business on Watson Road involving a dump trailer parked there.
There was one assault that occurred on Watson Road involving persons known to each
other with minor injuries reported. There was one fraud offense reported at a bank drive
thru on Watson Road involving persons trying to cash a bad check, they fled the area in
a vehicle, police are attempting to locate the suspects. There was one subject arrested
for possession of a controlled substance after a traffic stop along Watson Road. There
were five traffic accidents investigated. There were eighteen people related calls
handled by police. Suspicious activity calls numbered fourteen and occurred on eight
different streets. There were 63 miscellaneous police service calls.

Police handled 111 calls for service in Ward two in February 2021.

In February 2021 in Ward Three, there were eight stealing events that occurred on
Watson Road, Heather Drive and Bull Run Drive. Three traffic accidents were handled
by police. The police responded to 32 people related calls and one juvenile offense.
There were eight suspicious activity calls that occurred on four different streets. There
were 26 miscellaneous police service calls.

Police handled 78 calls for service in Ward three in February 2021.



In February 2021 in Ward Four, There was one drug offense reported that involved a
subject found in possession of a controlled substance, subject was issued a court
summon. Police responded to eighteen people related calls and one animal related call.
Suspicious activity calls numbered two and occurred on two different streets. There were
twenty miscellaneous police service calls.
