Subject:  November 2021 Public Report  
 
 

This is the report for the activity of the Crestwood Police Department for the month of 

November 2021.  In November 2021, there were 26 Part I offenses and 379 Part II 

offenses / incidents, for a total of 405.  This compares with 28 Part I offenses and 330 

Part II offenses / incidents for a total of 358 in November 2020.   

 

During the month there was one sexual assault and one burglary reported. The burglary 

occurred at a business construction site on Watson Rd. There were six property damage 

offenses for the month of November. Three of the property damage offenses were 

reported as damage to vehicles. One was reported as damage to a business and two 

were damage to residential homes. There was also one motor vehicle theft that occurred 

on Samoa Dr.

Part II offenses / Police activity: 
 
In November 2021, there were six fraud offenses involving scam phone calls, bank fraud 

and online identity theft. There were sixteen traffic accidents, 12 animal calls and four 

juvenile offenses handled by police. There were 120 people related calls addressed 

during the month of November. Police investigated 49 suspicious activity incidents and 

there were 172 miscellaneous police calls handled by the police department during the 

period.

Ward Incident Summary: 

In November 2021 there was one stealing offense that occurred in Ward 1 on Curwood 

Dr a resident had their license plate tabs stolen. There was one report of property 

damage in Ward 1 during the month of November. The property damage was reported 

as damage to a vehicle from something being thrown at it. There was two fraud reports 

taken in Ward 1 involving bank fraud and an online scam. Six traffic accidents occurred 

on Watson Rd, Woodhue Dr, and Sappington Rd along with officers responding to 15 

suspicious activity calls on five different streets. There were also three animal related 

calls, one juvenile offense, 14 people related calls, and 46 miscellaneous police calls 

reported during the month.  

Police handled 89 calls for service in Ward 1 in November 2021.  

 

In November 2021 in Ward 2, there was one burglary that occurred at a business 

construction site on Watson Rd. It was reported that subjects entered the site and took a 

large amount of tools and materials owned by the construction company. There were 12 

stealing offenses that occurred during the month of November. Property damage 

offenses numbered three for the month involving two homes with damage from a pellet 

gun on Apex Dr and Lodge Dr. The third report for property damage was eggs being 

thrown at a business on Watson Rd. There was one motor vehicle theft that occurred on 

Samoa Dr and three fraud offenses involving bank fraud, telephone scams, and online 

identity theft. Seven traffic accidents occurred on Watson Rd, I-44 Big Bend Blvd and 

Sappington Rd. There were 17 suspicious activity calls responded to on eleven different 

streets in Ward 2. There were also five animal related calls, 38 people related calls, two 

juvenile offenses, and 72 miscellaneous police calls reported during the month.  

Police handled 161 calls for service in Ward 2 in November 2021.  

 

In November 2021 in Ward 3, there was one sexual assault reported. There were two 

stealing offenses that occurred on Missy Ct and Pardee Rd. During the month there was 

one property damage offense reported on Grant Rd in which a vehicle was damaged by 

someone attempting to gain entry to it. One fraud offense was reported involving 

unauthorized online credit card use. There were two traffic accidents that occurred on 

Watson Road, and Pardee Road. Officers responded to eight calls for suspicious activity 

on six different streets in Ward 3. There was also one animal related call, 44 people 

related calls and 27 miscellaneous police calls during the month.  



Police handled 87 calls for service in Ward 3 in November 2021.  

 

In November 2021 in Ward 4, there were two stealing offenses reported on Harwich Dr 

and Watson Woods. One property damage was reported on Del Vista Dr where a 

vehicle was vandalized overnight. There was one traffic accident that occurred in Ward 4 

on Garber Rd. Officers responded to nine calls for suspicious activity on eight different 

streets along with three animal related calls and one juvenile offense. There were 24 

people related calls, and 27 miscellaneous police calls.
