Subject:  February 2022 Public Report  
 
 

This is the report for the activity of the Crestwood Police Department for the month of 

February 2022.  In February 2022, there were 16 Part I offenses and 357 Part II offenses 

/ incidents, for a total of 373.  This compares with 20 Part I offenses and 292 Part II 

offenses / incidents for a total of 312 in February of 2021.   

 

During the month there were five property damage offenses that were reported as 

damage to vehicles and mailboxes, and one motor vehicle theft.

Part II offenses / Police activity: 
 
In January 2022, there were five fraud offenses involving, check fraud, identity theft, and 

credit card fraud. There were fifteen traffic accidents, and eleven animal related calls.  

Police also handled 89 people related calls and 187 miscellaneous police calls. Fifty 

calls for suspicious activity were investigated during the month of February.

Ward Incident Summary: 

In February 2022 there were 4 stealing offenses that occurred in Ward 1, and one fraud 

report for identity theft. Six traffic accidents occurred on Watson Road, Coffey Dr, Clover 

Lane and Old Sappington Road. Officers responded to 13 calls for suspicious activity on 

nine different streets. There were also six animal related calls, 28 people related calls, 

and 51 miscellaneous police calls reported during the month.  

Police handled 109 calls for service in Ward 1 in February 2022.  

 



In February 2022 in Ward 2, there were four stealing offenses that were reported as 

shoplifting from Sam’s Club, a stolen purse, stolen license plates and one car clouting.  

One property damage offense was reported a window broken out of a vehicle on 

Twincrest Drive. There was one motor vehicle theft in Ward 2 that occurred on Apex 

Drive. Four frauds were reported in the month of February. They were broken down into 

identity theft, fraudulent use of a credit card, and check forgery. Police responded to six 

traffic accidents that occurred on I-44, Watson Road, Camera Avenue, Briarton Drive 

and Big Bend Blvd. There were 18 suspicious activity calls responded to on 9 different 

streets in Ward 2. There were also three animal related calls, 19 people related calls, 

and 75 miscellaneous police calls reported during the month.  

Police handled 131 calls for service in Ward 2 in February 2022.  

 

In February 2022 in Ward 3, there was one stealing offense and one property damage 

offense reported. The stealing was reported as a car clouting and the property damage 

was a window broken out of a vehicle on Watson Road. Officers responded to 14 calls 

for suspicious activity on eleven different streets, and one animal related call on 

Medallion Court. There was also 25 people related calls and 38 miscellaneous police 

calls during the month.  

Police handled 80 calls for service in Ward 3 in February 2022.  

 

In February 2022 in Ward 4, there was one stealing offense reported as a car clouting 

that occurred on Lindenhurst Drive. Three property damage reports were taken in Ward 

4, two for damaged mailboxes and the third for a broken window on a vehicle. There was 

three traffic accidents that occurred in Ward 4 on Gallop Lane, Sappington Road and 

Yorkshire Estates Drive. Officers responded to one animal related call along with 5 calls 

for suspicious activity on four different streets. There were 17 people related calls, and 

23 miscellaneous police calls.  

Police handled 53 calls for service in Ward 4 in February 2022.
