Detective Bureau Performance:

In May, 64 supplemental reports and 2 original reports were written and 1 physical arrest was made. 1
case was Cleared by Arrest, 11 were Cleared Exceptionally, 0 were cleared by other means, and 2 were inactivated. A
total of 23 cases are still marked Active. Not counting those that are still Active, the clearance rate for the bureau up to
and including May was 50.7% percent. That percentage is up from 37.3% in April.

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Ward Incident Summary:
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Ward 1:

In May 2022 there were 3 stealing offenses that occurred in Ward 1. One fraud report was taken at a business
on Watson Road where an employee was a victim of a telephone scam. Seven traffic accidents occurred on Watson Rd,
Trelane Ave, Diversey Dr, and Woodbine Dr. Officers responded to 10 calls for suspicious activity on 6 different streets.

There were also 2 animal related calls, 1 juvenile offense, 36 people related calls, and 62 miscellaneous police calls

reported.

Police handled 122 calls for service in Ward 1 in May 2022.




Ward 2:

In May 2022 in Ward 2, there were three stealing offenses reported. There was 1 property damage report taken
for damage to a vehicle caused by construction in the area. One minor assault was reported at a business on Big Bend
Blvd and two fraud reports were made. Police responded to 9 traffic accidents that occurred on I-44, Sappington Rd, Big
Bend Blvd and Watson Rd. There were 30 suspicious activity calls responded to on 13 different streets in Ward 2, along

with 9 animal related calls, 1 juvenile offense, 36 people related calls and 112 miscellaneous police calls.

Police handled 204 calls for service in Ward 2 in May 2022.

Ward 3:

In May 2022 in Ward 3, there was one attempted burglary report taken at a business along Watson Rd. There
were two stealing reports taken and two property damage reports were made for damage to a vehicle. Two motor
vehicle theft reports were taken on Ft Donelson Dr and Captain Conn Dr. One fraud report was made by residents on
Pinewood Dr for checks that were stolen out of the mail, altered and cashed. Two drivers were arrested for driving while
intoxicated on Watson Rd. Three traffic accidents occurred in Ward 3 on Watson Rd and Grant Rd. Officers responded to
11 calls for suspicious activity on 8 different streets, and 5 animal related calls. Three juvenile offenses were also

reported along with 27 people related calls and 38 miscellaneous police calls in Ward 3.

Police handled 97 calls for service in Ward 3 in May 2022.

Ward 4:

In May 2022 in Ward 4, there was one fraud offense reported as someone passing a bad check to a business.
One driver was arrested for driving while intoxicated on Sappington Rd. One traffic accident occurred on Sappington Rd.
Officers responded to 10 calls for suspicious activity on 8 different streets, 28 people related calls, 1 family offense, and

16 miscellaneous police calls.

Police handled 61 calls for service in Ward 4 in May 2022.
