Subject:  April 2020 Public Report  
 
This is the report for the activity of the Crestwood Police Department for the month of 

April 2020.  In April 2020, there were 9 Part I offenses and 250 Part II / lll offenses, for a 

total of 259.  This compares with 27 Part I offenses and 343 Part II / lll offenses for a 

total of 370 in April 2019.   

 
Burglary: An apartment complex on Watson Road had a burglary occur in a storage 
area. 
 
Property damage: There were three property damage offenses reported.

Part II / lll offenses: 
 
In April 2020, there was one minor assault reported that occurred on Big Bend Blvd.  

There were three fraud offenses involving identity theft and forgery that occurred on Villa 

Crest, Big Bend and Watson Road. There were eight traffic accidents, three of these 

accidents involved a person who left the scene of the accident. There were eleven 

animal calls handled by police. There were 64 people related calls addressed. Police 

investigated five juvenile offenses and 39 suspicious activities reports. There were two 

family related offenses. There were 124 miscellaneous police calls handled by the police 

department.

Ward Incident Summary: 

 

In April 2020 in Ward One, there was one burglary that occurred at an apartment 

complex on Watson Road; someone broke into a laundry room within the apartment 

building and damaged equipment. One forgery occurred on Watson Road when a 

counterfeit bill was passed at a grocery store. There were four traffic accidents and five 

animal calls investigated. There were 15 people related calls. Police investigated one 

juvenile related call. Suspicious activity calls numbered nine and occurred on five 

different streets. There was one family offense involving endangering the welfare of a 

child on Lodge Pole Lane. There were 37 miscellaneous police service calls. 

Police handled 74 calls for service in Ward one in April 2020. 

 

In April 2020 in Ward Two, there was one stealing at an address on Big Bend Blvd. that 

involved a bicycle being stolen. There was one property damage that occurred on 

Attucks Ave involving an intoxicated male damaging the property of another. There was 

one assault reported on Big Bend Blvd. that involved persons known to each other. 

There was one fraud reported that occurred on Big Bend Blvd that involved credit card 

fraud. There were two traffic accidents and three animal related calls. Thirteen people 

related calls were handled by police. Two juvenile offenses were investigated by police. 

Suspicious activity calls numbered ten and occurred on eight different streets. There 

were 43 miscellaneous police service calls.  

Police handled 78 calls for service in Ward two in April 2020. 

 

In April 2020 in Ward Three, there were three stealing offenses that occurred at 

addresses on Queenston and Watson Roads. Property damage occurred on Whitecliff 

Lane, Blackthorn and Pinewood Drive. A suspect was arrested at an address on Watson 

Road with a felony level of narcotics. There was one traffic accident and 2 animal related 

calls investigated. There were twenty-five people related calls handled by police. 

Suspicious activity calls numbered six and occurred on four different streets. There were 

22 miscellaneous police service calls. 

Police handled 62 calls for service in Ward three in April 2020. 

 

 



In April 2020 in Ward Four, there was one stealing that occurred on Bardmont Drive 

involving a theft from an unlocked vehicle. There was one fraud offense that occurred on 

Villa Crest Drive involving the use of the victims credit card. There was one traffic 

accident and one animal related call investigated by police. Eleven people related calls 

were handled during the period. Two juvenile related calls were investigated by police. 

Suspicious activity calls numbered seven and occurred on five different streets. There 

were 22 miscellaneous police service calls. 

Police handled 46 calls for service in Ward four in April 2020.
